Guidance for Enrolment
Please read this before returning the Candidate Application Form as it contains important information about entry to the course.
1. Entry requirements

• You must complete the Candidate Application Form in full and submit this to the Course Administrator before the closing date.

• To attend the Level 1 Certificate in Coaching Archery (L1CCARC) you must be a minimum of 15 years old by the first day of the course. Upon successful completion of the qualification you must be 16 years old to receive the qualification certificate. If you are 15 years old when you qualify, the certificate will be awarded to you when you become 16 years old. 

• You are required to undertake supported practice outside of the course of training in order to achieve the qualification. This is usually undertaken in an Archery GB club but is permitted to be completed in a non Archery GB environment. To meet the When undertaking supported practice you must:

a. Follow the GNAS Rules of Shooting at all times.

b. Be supervised by a legally responsible adult and experienced Archery GB member (if you are under 18 year old).

• If you are under the age of 18 years old when you achieve this qualification, when coaching you are required to be directly supervised by a legally responsible supervisor who is 18 years old or above. It is recommended that you are supervised by an Archery GB registered coach who is over 18 years of age.
2. Civil Liability Insurance

Civil liability insurance is provided for both member and non-member candidates while participating in the Level 1 Certificate in Coaching Archery course, including the course of training, supported practice and practical assessment. The civil liability insurance cover will only apply to candidates registered to attend.

Some aspects of the course may be undertaken in a non-Archery GB environment. All candidate coaches are required to be supervised by an experienced Archery GB member or Archery GB licensed coach when undertaking the supported practice whether in an Archery GB or non-Archery GB environment.

3. Payment

• Full payment must accompany the submission of the Candidate Application Form.

• Payment must be made to the advertised Course Administrator for the sum advertised. For details on what methods of payment are acceptable and who cheques are payable to, please contact the Course Administrator.

4. Application process

• The Course Administrator is responsible for the candidate application process. Non members of Archery GB are now permitted to attend the L1CCARC.
5. Archery GB coach licence scheme

• Once you achieve the L1CCARC qualification, you must be an Archery GB licensed coach to be permitted to coach in an Archery GB affiliated club. To become an Archery GB licensed coach you must:

a. Be a member of Archery GB

b. Hold an Archery GB recognised coaching qualification e.g. Level 1 Certificate in Coaching Archery

c. Have a valid Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) enhanced disclosure issued through Archery GB

d. Be able to provide proof of completion (e.g. certificate of attendance) of a NSPCC approved Safeguarding & Protecting Children and Young People workshop

e. Abide by the Archery GB Rules of Shooting and codes of practice/policies 

f. Agree to the Coach Licence Terms and Conditions.
• To retain your Archery GB coach license you must continue to meet all of the above requirements and follow the Archery GB licence renewal process for coaches. Further information about becoming a member of Archery GB and the coach licence scheme can be found at www.archerygb.org.

6. Cancellation charges

• If you wish to cancel your booking prior to the start of the course or part way through the course, full or partial charges may apply. This is the responsibility and at the discretion of the Course Administrator. Course transfers are not accommodated.
7. Support for candidates with specific needs

Archery GB operates an equity policy. Individual requests for specific support are welcomed and will be decided on a case-by-case basis. Archery GB and the awarding body (1st4sport Qualifications) will reasonably endeavor to work with the candidate and other relevant people or organizations to try and meet candidate needs. It is the responsibility of the candidate to notify the Course Administrator, using this form, of any specific support that is needed during the course and/or assessment. Failing to provide this information at the point of application may mean that any specific support that is required cannot be catered for.
8. Data protection

When you apply to attend a L1CCARC course Archery GB creates a central record in your name. This includes the personal data you have provided on your Candidate Application Form and subsequent data generated as a result of your participation in the course. You may receive periodical correspondence by post or e-mail from Archery GB. The information you provide on the Candidate Application Form will be used to register you with 1st4sport Qualifications. Relevant information will be shared with course staff to help them prepare for the delivery of the course.

10. Awarding body registration and certification
